RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Show is limited to 100 horses. Entries received on first-received
basis. You will be notified if your entry exceeds limit.
2. All horses entering fairgrounds must be accompanied by cur-
rent negative coggins test. (Dated within one year.)

3. ALL CLASSES will be limited to 2 entries per exhibitor — excep-

tions on Farm Day.

4. Management reserves the right to combine breeds in classes
which are not full.

5. 1 bag of shavings per stall will be provided. More may be pur-
chased on the fairgrounds.

6. Late entry fee of $20.00 per horse and $20.00 per stall WILL be
charged in all divisions.

7. Novice will be defined as adult driver who has never won a
blue ribbon.

JUNIOR CLASSES: (Helmets are required for ALL events.)
8. Youths are persons 17 years old and under. Youth drivers must
be accompanied by an adult capable of driving.
9. Youths eligible to drive in junior classes may choose to drive in open
classes but ARE NOT allowed to drive in both open and junior.

FARM/FUN CLASSES:

10. Farm horses will show in farm harness only. (No scotch collars
or patent leather.)

11. The following stabling schedule must be strictly adhered to:
FARM HORSES are welcomed on the fairgrounds on Tuesday
and/or Wednesday nights (October 7 or 8). SHOW HORSES are
welcomed on the fairgrounds on Saturday, Sunday and/or
Monday nights (October 11, 12 & 13).

12. DECISION OF THE JUDGES IS FINAL IN ALL DIVISIONS.
